Teaching Points :  
(1) In Revelation, the defeat of the combined forces of evil that hate God and seek to destroy 
His people (the Church) is likened to the fall of ROME, the city metaphorically called BABYLON  
in Revelation. 
 
 
(2) The final conflict that vanquishes these evil forces will take place in a unique battle called 
ARMAGEDDON. 

�  In history this is a geographical location: 
�  In Revelation this is used only once as a metaphor: 

 
 
(3) In Revelation 20 we read of the millennium or 1000 years of Christ’s reign.  There are three 
basic views as to what this means.  (Please refer to the following charts).  
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(4) The Purpose of the Great White Throne  at the Final Judgment is mainly about the glory of 
God and the Messiah Who will have come twice to earth at this point.  It is not primarily about a 
person’s final destiny, which path and perspective has already been determined in this life. 
 
 
(5) The end of the Bible concerning the New Jerusalem, the New Heaven, and the New Earth 
(Rev 21, 22) are meant to cause us a very exciting “déjà vu ” moment.
